Don’t forget that your generous 
donations  

to COTS are tax deductible! 
A special “incentive” tax credit law 

has been enacted by the State of 
Michigan. If you are a Michigan 

resident your gift to COTS (a 
homeless shelter) is eligible for a 50% 

tax credit limited to a gift of $200 
($100 credit) per year for individuals 
and $400 ($200 credit) per year for 

those filing joint returns. 
Check if your company has a  

matching gift program! 
Michigan Single Business Tax Credit 

Homeless Shelters
The Michigan Single Business Tax 

Credit is equal to 50% of the amount 
of the contribution with a maximum 

credit of $5,000 or 5% percent of 
Single Business Tax liability before 

credits, whichever is less.
